· It is expensive to procure/maintain an aircraft

· Construction of airstrips requires a lot of resources and expertise

· The aircrafts can only land and take off at specific/designated areas thus inconveniencing the users

· Aircrafts cannot carry bulky/heavy goods as compared to other means of  

transport

· Air transport can only be used by the well to do members of the society  thus 

making it inaccessible to many

· Its operations are affected by unfavourable weather conditions

· Aircrafts emit gases which contribute to pollution of the atmosphere

· Travelling by air has facilitated international terrorism/drug trafficking

· The use of aircrafts in military warfare has resulted in destruction of  property

· Accidents by aircrafts are fatal/ minimal chances of survival

· Imposition of hut tax in 1894 which was collected with brutality

· Europeans were brutal and cruel when dealing with Africans

· Chiefs of both communities had lost their traditional power and the British 

treated them with disrespect 

· Forced labour on European farms and mines

· Loss of independence

· The British undermined African Customs

· Outbreak of natural calamities e.g. diseases, drought, famine

· British interfered with their trading activities

· Confiscation of their animals in the 1893

· The communal cotton growing scheme was stopped and Africans were 

encouraged to grow cash crops

· Africans were involved in administration as Akidas and Jumbes

· The new governor Von Rechemburg was committed to improve African health 

and education

· Employers were forbidden from beating the Africans or to impose any other 

unjust punishments 

· Kiswahili was accepted as the official language

· A colonial department was set up in 1907 to closely monitor the affairs of 

German East Africa

· Newspapers that supported settlers against Africans were censored

Asante empire 
· Heading / ruling  the Amatoo states

· Gave  rights of declaring war on other Omahenes 

· Helped in tax collection 

· Maintained law and order in their  areas of jurisdiction

· Attended the annual odwira festival to pledge loyalty to the Asantehene

Describe the political organization of the Asante Empire during the pre – 
colonial period 
· Asantehene was the head of state and government 

· The position of the Asantehene was hereditary

· The empire was divided into three parts of the metropolitan Asante based at Kumasi , the Amatoo states outside Kumasi and the provincial / conquered states

· The states pledged their loyalty to Asantehene by paying taxes and providing army

· The kingdom /empire practised federal system of government

· The empire had strong standing army for its defense and expansion 

· The Asantehene was the head of the army commander – in chief of the army

·  The odwira festivals attended by the Omahenes provided opportunities to revere   Asantehene

· They had golden stool that symbolized unity of the entire empire and the black stool to symbolize the authority /power of the Omanhenes

· Asantehene was assisted in administration by Omanhenes who ruled the Amatoo states

The pass laws introduced by the Apartheid regime/government curtailed their 
movement.

The regime proscribed/censored publications/newspapers which denied them the 
right access to information

(vi)  
The communities were divided along ethnic lines/creation of Bantustans 
hampered the formation of a united front

(vii) Inadequate funds made it difficult for them to undertake their activities effectively

(viii) Some nationalists were killed which led to low morale hence slowing down the 
momentum of the struggle

(ix)  
Nationalists were not united creating tension among themselves

They lacked advanced weapons thereby making them less effective in their armed 
struggle

thus created a loophole which was exploited by the government

vi. The coal and iron rich sear valley was placed under the league

viii. Union between Germany and Austria was prevented 

ix. Hungary and Yugoslavia were created as independent states
